The Command to Remember 
Bruce Kaplan, Co-chair, Religious Practices Committee 

I  posed the following question to my 9th 

grade class: ñWhen someone says they are Chinese 

what are they telling you?ò They came up with the 

following answers; geography, language, ethnicity, 

culture, and history. 

Next I asked: ñWhen you say to someone 

youôre Jewish, what are you telling them?ò  The 

obvious answeréòthe same as the Chinese personò 

didnôt hold up under scrutiny.  A majority of Jews 

have not lived in Israel since the Babylonian exile, 

barely half of world Jewry speaks Hebrew, and if 

you want to talk about Jewish Foods donôt do it 

with someone from Sephardi background.  The only 

answer that held up waséHistory. 

But Jewish History is not like 10th grade social 

studies. Itôs not a rote recitation of events over 3 

millenia ago.  Herman Wouk expressed this idea 

best: Jews donôt have a historyéwe have SHARED 

MEMORIES. 

Those shared memories, recorded in the Torah, 

link all Jews together and make us a people. That 

shared history begins with the Exodus from Egypt. 

The epic journey from slavery to freedom from the 

brick making pits of Egypt to Mt. Sinai. 

Judaism places huge emphasis on remember-

ingéwhy?  Why does the Torah say ñremember the

Sabbath day and keep it holyò Iôve got a lot 

to remember already, isnôt it enough to keep 

it holy?  For us remembering is not just a 

pleasantry, itôs a sacred obligation. With the 

possible exception of Yizkor, this is felt 

most vividly at the Passover Seder.  Some 

of my fondest memories are of Seder at my 

Zaydeôs ï grandfatherôs house. Where does 

this come from? 

In the Torah, immediately after freeing 

the Jews from Egypt, G-d tells us: Remem-

ber this day on which you departed from 

Egypt (Exodus 13:3).  A few verses later 

(13:8) we hearé ñAnd you shall tell your 

son on that day, saying, it is because of this 

that Hashem did for me when I left Egypt.ò  

These two verses address two very different 

needs. 

In the first, according to Rashi we are to 

constantly remember the Exodus from 

Egypt.  We do this in daily practice by say-

ing the Shema (3rd par. talks about the exo-

dus) and by donning tefillin which contains 

parchment speaking about the exodus from 

Egypt. 

And yet apparently, itôs not enough to 

óconstantly rememberô.  In 13:8 when the 

Torah says ñand you shall tell your son on 

that dayé,ò  itôs speaking about the future, 

once a year (every year) on the anniversary 

of redemption from Egypt.  The night of 

Passover. 

The whole Seder is designed to be a re-

creation of the event. Instead of just remem-

bering the exodus, as we do the rest of the 

year for a few moments each day, on the 

Seder night the Exodus from Egypt is to be 

a reality so essential to our lives, that we 

feel it enough to share it with others.   

I believe this is the essence of what it 

means to be Jewish.  It means I buy into the

I think about the genius of the ancients 

who created the Passover Seder.  We begin 

with ñWe were slaves in Egyptò and we call 

the Matzah Lechem Oni ï poor manôs 

bread.  We end the Seder with ñNext Year 

in Jerusalemò where we will eat Matzah as 

free people.  The entire essence of being 

Jewish is right there at your Passover Seder! 

In the Sederôs tale of the four children, 

the rasha - the wicked son asks the most 

intriguing question of the nighté óWhat 

does this service mean to you?ô  It's a chal-

lenge from the next generation, the question 

demands an answer, and rightfully so!  If we 

do a good job of explaining thiséthen 

weôve ensured the Jewish future.  Thereôs a 

lot at stake. 

Ten years ago I invited an acquaintance 

to my Passover Seder. By lifeôs little coinci-

dences she happened to be Jewish.  Trying 

to be a good host, I kept an eye on her.  I 

noticed two things: 1. She knew the Seder, 

she sang all the songs, even grace after 

meals, and 2. She was dabbing her eyes all 

evening, and it didnôt look like allergies.  At 

the end of the evening, as we were saying 

goodnight I asked her ñAre you OK?ò she 

replied ñoh yes, itôs just been a long time 

since Iôve been to a Sederé32 years.ò 

So as we reflect on the original ques-

tion: ñWhat am I saying when I tell some-

one Iôm Jewish?ò  Letôs remember the 

power of the event that happened over 3300 

years ago, that turned a family of 70 into a 

people with a mission, a destiny, and a 

Shared History. A History that has a Past, 

Present, and because it also includes the 

future, letôs not forget that without every-

one, the story is not complete.

Mechirat Chometz ï Selling of Chometz 

Jewish law requires that we possess no chometz at all during Passover.  To ensure compliance with this tradition, we may transfer title of 

whatever chometz we have to a non-Jew.  Thus, legally, the chometz is not ours during Passover.  This ceremony is usually done by a 

rabbi and is called mechirat chometz (literally, the sale of chometz).  All the authorizations are collected and transferred to a non-Jew.  

After Passover, the non-Jew returns the authorizations so that possession reverts back to the owners.  This form must be received in the 

synagogue office by Thursday, March 25, 2010.

I n the midst of one of the most devastating 

natural disasters in recent history, organiza-

tions and individuals across the world are 

providing whatever assistance they can to 

earthquake-ravaged Haiti.  

 Money, food, clothing and other 

supplies are making their way en masse to 

the small country, but Springfieldôs Congre-

gation Adat Reyim is making sure that 

prayers make their way there, too. 

Adat Reyim, a progressive conservative 

Jewish synagogue off of Old Keene Mill 

Road, hosted a special prayer service for 

Haiti Friday, Feb. 19 as part of its weekly 

Friday night Shabbat service. The interfaith 

service, attended by more than 50 people, 

welcomed Haitian leaders of nearby reli-

gious congregations to offer prayers and to 

speak about the needs of the country. 

 "The thought of putting Jews, 

Christians and Muslims in a room together 

in peace tonight gave me chills," said Adat 

Reyim President Laurie Rosen. "I didnôt 

expect it to be as moving as it was." 

 The service, attended by members 

of Burke Presbyterian Church, the Islamic 

Rumi Forum and Adat Reyim, adhered to 

the format of a traditional Friday night 

Shabbat service, and deviated only to recite 

prayers dedicated to Haiti. Adat Reyim 

member Sherri Shunfenthal wrote all of the 

prayers herself, and also had the original 

idea to incorporate Haiti and its plight into 

the Shabbat service. 

 "When [the terror attacks in] Mum-

bai happened and Jewish people were killed, 

our Rabbi had the idea to pair with the 

Hindu temple nearby and it was a nice way 

of finding out about their culture,"  

Shunfenthal said. "Then, when the disaster 

in Haiti happened, I was very affected by it 

and I got idea for a prayer service." 

 According to Adat Reyim Execu-

tive Vice President Lenny Marsh, Shunfen-

thal brought her idea to the congregationôs 

Religious Practices Committee where it was 

approved "without a lot of convincing." 

Since the congregationôs rabbi, Bruce Aft, is 

on sabbatical, Shunfenthal said, the congre-

gation has been allowing volunteers to lead 

services, Shunfenthal asked to lead the ser-

vice, and quickly began assembling a guest 

list.  

 Ezi Mecha, president of the World 

Ebony Network, a network that promotes 

socio-economic causes for people of Afri-

can descent, attended the event, as did the 

Rev. Jean St-Ulme, the pastor of Eglise 

Baptiste de Calvaire, a Haitian congregation 

located in Adelphi, Md. Francoise Laborde, 

a member of the World Ebony Network and 

a native of Haiti also attended, and spoke 

during the service about the state of the 

country and the help that it still needs.  

 She said that since many citizensô 

homes were destroyed, people are sleeping 

on muddy soccer fields, so a major need is 

blankets to sleep on and new clothing to 

wear. In addition, she said that there is still 

no electricity in most parts of the country, 

which in addition to the more obvious prob-

lem this creates, has prevented Haitian citi-

zens from making cell phone calls to their 

family members in the U.S. and other parts 

of Haiti. As a result, some individuals who 

have the ability to charge cell phones are 

selling minutes on their phones and charg-

ing exorbitant fees to do so when their 

money should be used on food and shelter 

instead. 

 "The need is greater than you can 

imagine," Laborde said. "The best way to 

help is to use a Haitian person in the U.S. 

Nearly all Haitians have family in the U.S., 

and we know what they need. In good times 

and bad, it is our duty to help Haiti, so dele-

gate to a Haitian person to go in there. To-

gether, we can do it." 

 In addition to the offering of 

prayers, the Shabbat service served as a kick

-off to the congregationôs campaign to pro-

vide material support to Haiti. Rosen said 

that the congregation is now collecting 

"hygiene bags" in conjunction with Burke 

Presbyterian. The bags contain 

toothbrushes, toothpaste, soap and other 

items of that nature. In mid-March, she said, 

they will get in touch with Laborde and 

Mecha and figure out the best way to get the 

bags to Haiti and then send them. Also, 

Rosen said that the congregation is collect-

ing gently-used childrenôs shoes to send 

under the auspices of the "Soles to Souls" 

program. 

 While most of the countryôs prob-

lems cannot be solved with care packages or 

new pairs of sneakers, Rosen and her fellow 

Adat Reyim members know that any level 

of comfort they can give provides signifi-

cant relief to the citizens of the suffering 

nation. That knowledge, she said, combined 

with the congregationôs self-described duty 

to help those in need, will keep Adat Reyim 

and its partners in the faith community mo-

tivated to serve until every last need is met. 

 "In Judaism, itôs a law to help oth-

ers," Rosen said. "Itôs not even an option. 

Itôs a law we live by, and itôs something that 

becomes a part of who we are as a commu-

nity."

Dreyfus Case Exposing Anti-

Semitism Before the World

 Alfred Dryfus was the first Jew 

ever to serve on the French General staff.  

He was unjustly accused and convicted of 

treason  in an illegal court martial and im-

prisoned on Devilôs Island.  His trial and 

case were to set off a social and political 

civil war within France and became a fire-

storm around the world. The case is filled 

with heroic figures: his loving wife Lucy, 

his savvy older brother Matthew who re-

fused to quit, the anti-Semitic officer Gero-

ges Picquart who risked his career and life 

to become a Dreyfus supporter, Dreyfusô 

lawyer who was shot on the way to the re-

trial, and the most famous writer in France, 

Emile Zola who published the article ñI Ac-

cuse!ò  When Zolaôs ashes were brought to 

the Pantheon for reburial in 1908, the 

French writer Anatole France said,  ñEmile 

Zola was the conscience of France.ò 

 The Alfred Dryfus case is much 

more than an important chapter in Jewish 

and world history.  Recently the Inspector 

General of the Pentagon has issued a report 

acknowledging cases  of discrimination 

against Jews in the U.S. armed forces.  The 

Menôs Club Sisterhood News 

Dreyfus case heard around the world is still 

most relevant today.  Many parallels will be 

draw between this historic case and modern 

times. 

 Year 2008 marked the centennial 

of the ceremony transferring the ashes of 

Emile Zola, author of JôAccuse, from Mont-

martre to the Pantheon, highest place of 

honor in France. 

 Our speaker Joseph Pincus is a 

member of Congregation Olam Tikvah and 

a past president of the Bônai Bôrith Levy 

Lodge.  While not a professional historian, 

he has been studying the Dreyfus case ex-

tensively and has read many of the trial tran-

scripts and other source documents in 

French.
